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The 2008 eighth grade Israel Study Tour was a fitting culmination of a Schechter
Manhattan education. This year's experiences included hiking through the beautiful
oasis of Ein Ovdat in the south and the lush valleys of the Golan Heights in the north;
meeting Israeli teenagers to hear about life in Israel and to share our common love for
the Jewish state; encountering the sister of a fallen soldier at the military cemetery on
Mt. Herzl and hearing her story of loss and commitment; and praying together at the
Kotel (Western Wall) in Jerusalem. The students met in small groups throughout the
trip to process and reflect on their experiences. They made deep connections between
their Jewish studies in school, these powerful experiences in Israel, and their developing
Jewish identities. The trip proved transformative for many students, who returned home
talking about continuing their study of Hebrew and planning their next trip to Israel. It
was meaningful, personal and life-changing for our students, just as we had hoped.

The Upper Elementary Division (grades
2–5) head home on buses, or are picked
up from the West Side campus. Staying
behind, of course, is the soccer team,
which is gearing up for its game against
Claremont Prep later this afternoon.
Meanwhile, the seventh grade is preparing
a special presentation on the Four
Children for the school-wide Pesach
(Passover) Seder next week.

4:04 p.m.
The eighth grade is studying the climate
of the State of Israel in science class, and
the students have been trying to identify
the impact of global warming on desert
climates. They are also preparing for the
annual Israel Study Tour, in which gradu-
ating eighth graders spend two weeks in
Israel as the pinnacle of the nine-year
Schechter Manhattan Israel education
curriculum. When they arrive, they will
experience in real life the science, history,
culture, religion, challenges, opportunities,
music, and people that they have learned
so much about.

4:30 p.m.
The eighth graders head home, where the
next round of high school acceptances
has arrived in today’s mail. Teachers 
prepare materials and finalize plans for
tomorrow’s lessons and then head home.
Dr. Lorch works with the business manager
to finalize the budget for this week’s
board meeting. Then he reviews the
detailed narrative progress reports pre-
pared by the faculty on each student that
are about ready to be sent home to parents
in advance of parent-teacher conferences.

10:00 p.m.
After attending a meeting of the Education
Committee in which he reported on the
progress of a multi-year initiative in literacy
teaching, a conference call with the
Executive Committee about the strategic
plan, and spending a bit of time with his
family, Dr. Lorch sits down for a few more
hours of work. He continues his correspon-
dence with leaders in the educational world
about leadership training and support for
aspiring Jewish day school heads; writes
back to the school in California which has
just adopted our approach to language
instruction; and makes some progress on
his articles for this week’s Daf Kesher
and Lev Ha’inyan newsletters. Finally,
before he goes to bed he picks out tomor-
row’s tie. . . . Oh, that’s right — it’s going
to be the day before Shavuot, Pajama Day.
Robe, slippers, and stuffed animal it will be!

Prestigious high school acceptances
are becoming a Schechter Manhattan
hallmark. Graduates of our first
three eighth-grade classes attend
the finest public, private secular and
Jewish schools in New York City. In
high demand by high school admis-
sions officers, our students are
excelling academically, socially, and
in student activities. They are the
“glue” the holds their classes
together, and they are making
names for themselves. At each year’s
graduation exercises, graduates
receive a gift symbolically welcoming
them into the ranks of Schechter
Manhattan alumni. Sponsorship of
this Alumni welcome presentation
costs $900.

Daf Kesher and Lev Ha’inyan are our two regular 
e-newsletters. Daf Kesher is a weekly report to parents
and staff about the accomplishments of the week,
including “Author’s Chair”—some outstanding student
writing,“In Celebration of Menschlichkeit” — a public
acknowledgement of acts of caring and kindness 
performed by our students, and a calendar of upcoming
events over the next month. Lev Ha’inyan is a monthly
newsletter for a wider audience of friends that features
an article by Dr. Lorch in which he makes public some
of his innovative thinking about issues in Jewish 
education.

The in-school Seder is just one of
the many celebrations of Jewish 
holidays that take place during the
course of the year. In 2007–2008, the
Ida and Irving Allerhand Fund for
the Jewish Year was established to
support celebrations of the Jewish
calendar. The interest from this fund
helps offset the costs of these joyous
and meaningful activities.

For the first time, our school will have its very own facility,
featuring large classrooms, bright hallways, prominent
student displays and enough space to accommodate the
next phase of enrollment growth. We expect to occupy
the new campus during the 2009–2010 school year.

At the northeast corner of the Columbus Village develop-
ment (surrounded by new retail and residential units at
100th Street), Schechter Manhattan will have its own
dedicated entrance and will occupy the second floor —
approximately 13,000 square feet. We will also have use
of a large outdoor terrace. The kindergarten, first grade,
and middle school (grades 6, 7 and 8) will be housed at
this campus, joined in the fall of 2010 by our very own
brand-new preschool, to serve children ages 3 and 4.
Grades 2–5 will continue at the current West Side campus
at the Society for the Advancement of Judaism on West
86th Street, which was renovated over the summer.

The campus at 805 Columbus Avenue and the campaign
to support it represent both the achievement of a major
milestone in our school’s development, and a critically
important stepping stone towards a building that will
house the whole school. That’s why we’re calling it the
Campaign for the Future.
